From the Pastor’s Desk

Today is the Thirtieth Sunday in Ordinary Time.
The gospel from St. Mark gives us the touching story
of Bartimaeus (literally the son of Timaeus), who is
blind, and wants Jesus to restore his sight. The Lord
indeed works the miracle, and Bartimaeus’ response to
it is to follow Jesus “on the way.” Can we be like Bar-
timaeus, and follow Jesus?

In previous Bulletins, I have mentioned the NY
State Referendum called Proposal 1, also known as the
“Equal Rights Amendment,” which will show up on
this year’s election ballot on November 5th (unless you
vote early). I have tried to spread the word via our par-
ish website, and printed material given out with last
week’s Bulletin. The NY State Catholic Bishop’s Con-
ference, and our own Bishop Brennan, have warned
that the proposed legislation is really a wolf in sheep’s
clothing. I urge everyone who can vote to familiarize
yourself with this proposed legislation before election
day (Nov. 5th). Our vote counts, and we need to be
well informed voters before we cast our ballot.

In addition to Proposal 1, there are five other Pro-
posals that will show up on this year’s ballot. They
cover a range of issues, too many to comment on here.
But [ urge you to familiarize yourself with them, since
you will be voting on them, too. You can find them
online at https://council.nyc.gov/2024-ballot-
proposals/. Thank you to the parishioner who passed
this information on to me.

At a recent Pastors’ Meeting with Bishop Brennan
(October 16th), we were reminded of the importance of
an active Parish Pastoral Council in every parish. I
must confess that since Covid-19, our PPC has fallen
by the wayside. But that must and will change. In the
coming weeks, I’ll be working to assemble a PPC for
St. Joan of Arc parish. An effective council should be
made up of both appointed and elected members. I en-
vision one composed of 10-12 members. There will be
more information coming out from now on. Please
watch for it.

As of October 21st , the number of donors from our
parish to the Annual Catholic Appeal has climbed to
324, which is 26.07% of our parish family (please see
below for a more complete report). Thank you to all
who are participating now or soon will. Pledge enve-
lopes are in the church and at the parish office. Let’s
try to add another 26 new donors to this year’s donor
group (last year at this point, there were 367 donors to
the 2023 ACA). I am counting on you (and me) for our
success! This weekend, we are conducting another in-
pew request for new donors. Our newly confirmed
young people are helping our Ushers with this im-
portant task. I hope you will consider helping with this
effort by making a pledge and/or gift to the Appeal.

Hoy es el trigésimo domingo del Tiem-
po Ordinario. El evangelio de San Mar-
cos nos cuenta la conmovedora historia
de Bartimeo (literalmente, el hijo de
Timeo), que es ciego y quiere que Jesiis
le devuelva la vista.

En boletines anteriores, he mencionado el referéndum del
estado de Nueva York llamado Propuesta 1, también conocida
como la “Enmienda de Igualdad de Derechos”, que aparecerd
en la boleta electoral de este ario el 5 de noviembre (a menos
que votes temprano). He tratado de difundir la informacion a
traves del sitio web de nuestra parroquia y del material impreso
que se entrego con el boletin de la semana pasada. La Confer-
encia Episcopal Catdlica del Estado de Nueva York y nuestro
propio obispo Brennan han advertido que la legislacion pro-
puesta es en realidad un lobo con piel de oveja. Insto a todos
los que puedan votar a que se familiaricen con esta legislacion
propuesta antes del dia de las elecciones (5 de noviembre).
Nuestro voto cuenta y debemos ser votantes bien informados
antes de emitir nuestro voto.

Ademdas de la Propuesta 1, hay otras cinco Propuestas que
apareceran en la boleta electoral de este ario. Abarcan una var-
iedad de temas, demasiados para comentarlos aqui. Pero le
insto a que se familiarice con ellas, ya que también votara so-
bre ellas. Puede encontrarlas en linea en hittps://
council.nyc.gov/2024-ballot-proposals/. Gracias al feligrés que
me paso esta informacion.

En una reciente Reunion de Pastores con el Obispo Brennan
(16 de octubre), se nos recordo la importancia de un Consejo
Pastoral Parroquial activo en cada parroquia. Debo confesar
que desde el Covid-19, nuestro PPC ha quedado en el camino.
