Stewardship Reflection on Today’s Lection-
ary Reading - November 17th

Today’s readings are in stark contrast to the joy of the
holiday season that is fast approaching, warning us
instead of dark times ahead and our inevitable judg-
ment day.

The first reading from the prophet Daniel describes a
time “unsurpassed in distress since nations began” and

| | warns that “many of those who sleep in the dust of the

earth shall awake; some shall live forever, and others
shall be an everlasting horror and disgrace.” The sec-
ond reading, from Hebrews, speaks of Christ who
“waits until his enemies are made his footstool.”

However, when we firmly establish for ourselves as
individuals — as a family and as a parish that we will
give to God the first and best portion of our Time, Tal-
ent, and Treasure — the warnings we read in the
Scriptures today should be no cause for alarm. In fact,
we can view these words as encouragement — “Keep
Calm and Steward On,” no matter what comes our
way.

One of the blessings of a stewardship way of life is
that in challenging times, whether in our homes or
workplaces or even our beloved Church itself, we can
take great comfort in knowing we have a concrete plan
to keep our priorities in proper order. And, when we
put God first in all aspects of our lives, we will experi-
ence the peace that He gives that surpasses all under-
standing.

From the Pastor’s Desk

Today is the Thirty-Third Sunday in Ordinary
Time. It is also World Day of the Poor, designated
by Pope Francis in his Apostolic Letter Misericordia
et Misera, Nov. 20, 2016. The Pope wrote: “It will be
a day that will help communities and each baptized
person to reflect on how poverty is at the heart of the
Gospel, and on the fact that, as long as Lazarus lies at
the door of our homes there can be no justice or so-
cial peace.” Here in our country, as so many of us are
preparing to share a meal at Thanksgiving, it is fitting
that the days leading up to it be set aside for deeds of
charity, for penance, and for prayers for economic
justice (Order of Prayer, USA).

This weekend, I encourage you to make a gener-
ous gift in the second collection which will support
the Catholic Campaign for Human Development.
This annual collection was established by the Catho-
lic Bishops of the USA many years ago to make in-
roads against poverty, and to promote economic pro-
gress of struggling communities. Please take one of
the informative flyers placed in our church. There are
also special CCHD envelopes you can use for your
offering.

In this month of remembrance of our deceased
family members, I wish to remind us to pray for the
repose of the souls of two former pastors of our par-
ish: Msgr. James F. Donegan and Msgr. John S.
