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New Year, New Me Yy

That’s the phrase we hear at the beginning of every year. But how long does it really last?
We are already nearly two weeks into January 2026....how are those resolutions holding up?

When | was in the seminary, a group of us committed to a workout program called P9OX. It
was a demanding ninety-day routine with intense, hour-and-a-half workouts each day. Very .
quickly we realized that, if left to do this on our own, we’d be helpless! So we made a commitment to one
another to stay accountable and find the time each day to workout as a group.

After just a couple of weeks, we began to notice changes, not only in our bodies, but in our habits. It didn’t make
sense to eat poorly after working that hard. The discipline of the program began to transform our friendships
and our lives. And together, we completed the ninety days.

That experience taught me something important: for many of us, we need someone to hold us accountable. In a
spiritual sense, allow that person to be me.

Perhaps this “new year, new me” mindset can also apply to our spiritual lives and our engagement in our parish
community. | am genuinely grateful for the strong attendance at Mass each weekend. (I brag about it with my
priest friends that | am the Pastor of a parish with TEN Sunday* Masses!) At the same time, we know that the
number of Masses we offer does not yet reflect the number of people who could (and should) be present. With
the capacity of both our upper (900) and lower (600) churches, there is certainly room to grow, and grow
significantly.

Clearly the math is off with SIX English Masses for an average of 1000 people and FOUR Spanish Masses for
nearly 2000 people. While this needs to change, this isn’t meant to be a criticism, but rather a hopeful look
toward the future. Who in our community needs to be held accountable for their attendance at Sunday Mass?

| am certain that there are Catholic families connected to our parish in our school, our religious education
program, and our CYO, who are not regularly present at Sunday Mass. There are neighbors, siblings, spouses, and
even children who choose, for many reasons, to stay home rather than spend one hour with their God and
Creator.

Since July, when we began tracking attendance, we have seen a modest increase in participation. That is
encouraging—but transformation takes time, commitment, and accountability.

So now it is time to hold each other accountable! Let us take personal ownership of our universal call to holiness
and encourage greater engagement in the life of our parish.

As we journey together as one family of faith at St. Joan of Arc, let us challenge one another lovingly, invite one
another intentionally, and grow together spiritually because “new year, new me” was never meant to be done
alone.

Esa es la frase que escuchamos al comienzo de cada ario. Pero, ;cudnto dura realmente? Ya estamos a casi
dos semanas de enero de 2026... ;:como van esas resoluciones?

Cuando estaba en el seminario, un grupo de nosotros nos comprometimos con un programa de ejercicios
llamado P90X. Era una rutina exigente de noventa dias con entrenamientos intensos de hora y media cada dia.
iMuy pronto nos dimos cuenta de que, si lo haciamos solos, no lo lograriamos! Asi que nos comprometimos unos
con otros a rendirnos cuentas mutuamente y a encontrar el tiempo cada dia para hacer ejercicio en grupo.

Después de solo un par de semanas, comenzamos a notar cambios, no solo en nuestros cuerpos, sino también
en nuestros hdbitos. No tenia sentido comer mal después de esforzarnos tanto. La disciplina del programa
comenzd a transformar nuestras amistades y nuestras vidas. Y juntos, completamos los noventa dias.

Esa experiencia me enserid algo importante: muchos de nosotros necesitamos que alguien nos haga
responsables. En un sentido espiritual, permitanme ser yo esa persona.

Quizds esta mentalidad de "afio nuevo, vida nueva" también se pueda aplicar a nuestras vidas espirituales y a
nuestra participacion en la comunidad parroquial. Estoy sinceramente agradecido por la gran asistencia a Misa
cada fin de semana. (jMe jacto ante mis amigos sacerdotes de ser el pdrroco de una parroquia con DIEZ Misas
dominicales!). Al mismo tiempo, sabemos que el nimero de Misas que ofrecemos aun no refleja la cantidad de
personas que podrian (y deberian) estar presentes. Con la capacidad de nuestras iglesias superior (900) e inferior
(600), ciertamente hay espacio para crecer, y crecer significativamente.

Claramente, las cifras no cuadran con SEIS Misas en inglés para un promedio de 1000 personas y CUATRO
Misas en espariol para casi 2000 personas. Si bien esto necesita cambiar, esto no pretende ser una critica, sino
una mirada esperanzadora hacia el futuro. ;Quién en nuestra comunidad necesita que se le pida cuentas por su
asistencia a la Misa dominical? Estoy seguro de que hay familias catdlicas vinculadas a nuestra parroquia, a
nuestra escuela, a nuestro programa de catequesis y a nuestro grupo juvenil (CYO) que no asisten regularmente a
la Misa dominical. Hay vecinos, hermanos, conyuges e incluso hijos que, por diversas razones, prefieren quedarse
en casa en lugar de dedicar una hora a Dios, su Creador.

Desde julio, cuando comenzamos a registrar la asistencia, hemos observado un modesto aumento en
la participacidn. Esto es alentador, pero la transformacion requiere tiempo, compromiso y responsabilidad.

jAsi que ahora es el momento de que nos exijamos mutuamente! Asumamos la responsabilidad personal de
nuestro llamado universal a la santidad y fomentemos una mayor participacion en la vida de nuestra parroquia.

Mientras caminamos juntos como una sola familia de fe en Santa Juana de Arco, desafiémonos con amor,
invitémonos intencionalmente y crezcamos juntos espiritualmente, porque el propdsito de "afio nuevo, vida
nueva" nunca fue lograrlo solos.
